At the end of this book, Susanna explains about
her research and the liberties she took for the story. | was able to find many of her 'past’ characters’
history online.There are two main characters - in the present there is a historical fiction writer -
Carolyn (Carrie) McClelland and in the past - Sophia is Carrie’s main character based on her
ancestor. Carrie soon finds herself so caught up in Sophia’s story that she has a hard time telling
what is real and what she is making up for the story. Sophia is living at the Slains Castle north of
Edinburgh during the Jacobite uprisings. The Jacobites are fighting to return their king to his throne
in 1708. There is intrigue, spies, and romance with a little supernatural to keep me turning the
pages. The characters are strong and in depth. | like the way the women are portrayed as being

thoughtful, strong, and aware of the political conditions they are living in at the time.
